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Common pitfalls to avoid with your workbook include inconsistent data formatting, failing to update records regularly, and mixing different data types in single columns. Many Mulebuy users lose valuable historical data because they do not maintain proper backups of their mulebuy spreadsheet. Another frequent mistake is ignoring exchange rate fluctuations when recording costs in your planning sheet, which leads to inaccurate financial analysis. To prevent these issues, establish clear data entry standards and enforce them consistently across all users who have access to your sourcing tracker.

Checklist for evaluating your current data file: Does it include all necessary Mulebuy data fields? Are formulas correctly calculating costs including fees and shipping? Is the data formatting consistent across all columns? Do you have automated backup procedures in place? Can multiple team members access and update the mulebuy spreadsheet simultaneously? Is there a clear documentation of the structure and processes? If you answer no to any of these questions, prioritize addressing that gap in your order sheet setup to ensure maximum effectiveness and reliability.
