Plan for additional columns that may become necessary as your business evolves, such as new fee types, additional shipping methods, or expanded product categorization. A forward-thinking approach to management tool design saves considerable rework as your needs change over time.

The difference between a basic and an advanced superbuy spreadsheet lies in the analytical capabilities built into the file.
